ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA


Applicants must:


• Be a Belizean citizen, either by birth or by naturalization (reside in Belize)


• Be between 23 – 40 years of age


• Be physically able to undertake the course of studies


• Have professional experience of at least two years in the conservation field


• Provide proof of acceptance in Post-Graduate studies at a recognized institution.


• Study a specific field such as environmental law and policy, environmental economics, coastal and marine management, conservation biology, wildlife ecology and management, fisheries management, tropical ecology or any other programmes related to conservation.


• Demonstrate co-financing


• Demonstrate a minimum of a 3.5 GPA on a 4.0 scale or equivalent


• Demonstrate in an interview that they possess leadership, personal, intellectual and interpersonal skills and potential to succeed in career.


• Commit to serve in Belize for at least two      years following the completion of the study program.
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
